WHAT'S THE RULH

Rule 4 3a allows the use of distance-measuring devices so long as the player does not access any information that is pror
under this Rule (details below). The rst breach of this Rule means the player gets a loss of hole penalty in match play or a two-
penalty in stroke play. A second breach of Rule 4.3 during the same round results in disquali cation. NOTE: A golf course
Committee in charge of a competition does have the option to prohibit the use of distance-measuring devices by Local Ru

A player may use a device that is capable of operating a prohibited function,
STAND-ALONE DEVICES MULTI-FUNCTIONAL DEVICES provided these speci ¢ functions are not accessed by the player during the
round.

If a device is readily viewable by the player (e.qg.,
the player is wearing a multi-functional watch) and
information is being displayed that, if accessed,
would result in a breach of the Rules, the player is
considered to have used” the information generated
by a prohibited function, even if the player has not

actually viewed it.
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
